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Front Porch - This ledge extends across the cave mouth and along the wall
top to its end, where it becomes uneven, but trafficable with care,
allowing the user to see the river below
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Jondalar and Thonolan Scale: Approximate distance from the Cave to the
Route River Crossing is two miles, or three Kilometres
